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Among Us - A Parent’s Guide

What is Among us?
Among us is an online multiplayer game rated PEGI 7 that allows a maximum of 10 players to take on the roles of ‘Crewmate’ or
‘Imposter’. The aim of the game is for the Crewmates to identify the players who are imposters in
the game. The imposters in the game have to secretly sabotage the tasks on the ship and kill the
Crewmates before they finish their tasks.

What is good about the game?

It promotes communication and teamwork to achieve the end goal of finding the Imposter. It

also features a thrill for the Imposters, who are trying to hide their identity. The same goes for
Crewmates, who need to clear their name, so they are not voted out, and they have to do their tasks
while their life is on the line.

What is it so popular with young people?
Statistics on Twitch, the popular gaming streaming platform, show that over 25 million hours of
Among Us streams were watched between August and October 2020. So why is it so popular?
It’s simple to play, ‘extremely social’ and involves a lot of teamwork and interaction with others which is the key ingredient for
the success of other multiplayer games. There is a level of customisation of the avatars and the game itself. It can also be played
across a range of platforms (PC and mobile).

What should parents be concerned about?

Talking to strangers within the game

If your child is playing a game that is set to public, they may meet and chat with
people they don’'t know which could put them at risk.

Seeing inappropriate content

Although you can use the censor filter to block out bad language, it does not block
everything and there are words that are not picked up by the filter. So, despite
this feature, there is the potential that children can be exposed to inappropriate

content.

Are there any safety features?
Apart from a censor option to remove the bad language, there are no built-in safety features in the game.
To limit interactions with strangers, you can encourage children to set games to private and only allow people they know into the
game.
If a player does become an issue the only person who can remove them is the Host. This does mean that all the players have no
option but to rely on the Host to take action if something goes wrong in the game.
Tips to keep children safe within the game
e Encourage your child to set get games to private and only play with people that they know.
o If they are the Host of the game, advise them to be more vigilant of what players are saying or doing to remove anyone
that is not respecting others or sharing inappropriate content.
o If they do choose to play public games, make sure they keep their personal information private, particularly if they are
playing with people they don't know.
e For young children using Discord to speak to players in the game, encourage them to put the sound through the PC
speakers rather than on a headset so you can be aware of what is being said.
e Talk to them about issues such as cyberbullying and online grooming so they C r-u. E l,IJ m a t e
