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Safeguarding Tips - A Parent’s Guide

A quick weekly guide in one area of Safeguarding from Safeguarding Lead Mr Sanders. 

Parents talking and listening about online safety with young people can be one of the best ways that both parties can 

understand the opinions, concerns and actions of each other. Below is a brilliant guide about how to approach talking 

to young people about online safety.

This will give you a good overview of the types of things your children 
are doing on their devices, along with their interests. Remember that 
they might not tell you everything they are using, so it is a good idea 
to ask them to show you their device. Because new apps and games are 

released regularly, it is important to have this conversation often to 
ensure you are up to date with what they are doing.

As in the tip above, asking this question will allow you to find out what your 
child is doing online, and encourage positive conversations about their online 

activity. Ask them how they use the websites, and take an interest in how 
they can use them in a positive way, also asking them to show you if possible.

Children can form positive relationships with people online, and this has become 
more common thanks to online multi-player options, but they may not fully 

understand the difference between a friend and a stranger. You could make the 
question more specific to your child, for example: “Have you met anyone online 
that you like to play games with?” They may not want to share this information 

with you, so ensure you teach them about healthy relationships.

Although you may be the adult they trust the most, some children struggle to talk 
about what happens online due to confusion or embarrassment. Because of this they 
may struggle to approach the normal people who would help, such as yourself or a 

teacher. Have a chat to your child about exactly where they can go for help, and how 
they can report any activity that they believe is inappropriate online. 

Your child may already know what their personal information is but 
they might not think about how it can be shared. Have a conversation 

about what personal information is and how this can affect them if it is 
shared beyond the intended recipient. It is important that your child 

understands the dangers of sharing contact details or photos, as 
information such as this can spread quickly online.

The summer holidays ended for 32 of our curent Upper Fifth students heading out on their delayed Bronze 

Qualifying Expedition. The group were in good spirits as they arrived at their base camp at Waddecar Scout Camp in 

the Forest of Bowland and were met by the team of instructors and assessors from DofE approved activity provider, 

Sam Sykes Ltd. After brief introductions with their individual instructors, each group was led off and tasked with 

setting up their camp area, and there’s nothing like putting up tents to test the teamwork of a group! The rest of the 

first day was spent refreshing their navigation, camp craft and route planning skills, which included a short three 

hour walk in the afternoon and a lesson in stove safety and cooking. Each group had to cook a hot meal using the 

Trangia stoves. They were tucked up in their tents by 9.30pm but the excitement of being out with friends meant 

silence didn’t strike until almost midnight!

The groups set off the following morning on the routes they’d planned the night before. Each group followed a 

slightly different route, but all successfully made it up and around the area of Beacon Fell, to the Bowland Visitor 

Centre and back to camp in one piece. Whilst unaccompanied, the instructors were close at hand and met their 

groups a couple of times at pre-arranged checkpoints. This ensured they completed their routes in the six hour 

timescale allotted to Bronze expeditions. 

We were the only group at the centre, so had the run of the area. Some of the students took advantage of the open 

space playing tag and football in the evening but everyone was fairly tired and once routes had been planned for day 

two, silence fell upon the camp at the relatively early time of 10 o’clock.

The final day’s walk was an arduous affair due to tired limbs and the blistering heat. We were due to set off by 8.30 

but some didn’t get going until 9.30. Again each group was out for a minimum of six hours navigating themselves 

around Beacon Fell with each group member taking a turn at leading the way. I saw each group pass by the Visitor 

Centre where the lure of an ice cream proved too irresistible for some; a worthy award for all their efforts. On 

returning to camp, each group needed to pack up all the tents and cooking equipment before having a debrief by 

their assessor. For some this took longer than others because pans hadn’t been cleaned satisfactorily to gain a pass 

and there were several return trips to the washing up area! Who knew there wouldn’t be dishwashers on site?!! 

Throughout the three-day camp all the students remained positive and showed excellent team spirit. When it was 

time for parents to collect them, they were clearly very tired but delighted to have successfully completed their first 

expedition. It was a pleasure to accompany them.
